AGREEMENT

This Agreement is made on the ______ day of ______, _____, between Company A having its Corporate office at address (hereinafter referred to as the ‘Company’).

AND

____________________ resident of ____________________ (hereinafter referred to as the ‘Contractor’).

WHEREAS

1. The Company requires the services of the Contractor to perform services specified by the Company.

2. The Contractor is able to provide such services to the Company.

IT IS HEREBY AGREED as follows:

1. The Contractor undertakes as follows:

a) To perform services as specified in schedule 1 of the Agreement.

b) To devote such of his time, attention, skill and ability to the performance of the services, which may be necessary for their proper exercise and as per the Company productivity norms.

2. This Agreement may be terminated by the Company, without notice, in the event of:

a) Any breach by the Contractor of any of the provisions of this contract.

b) The Contractor not being able to fulfill his obligation under this Agreement for any reason or for any period.

c) Contractor’s performance not found acceptable by the Company.

3. Charges:

a) Schedule 1 will specify the charges agreed to be paid to the Contractor.

b) All Contractor’s expenses must be pre-authorised by the Contractor’s Supervisor and expense statements agreed to be signed off and attached with the invoices as supporting documents, failing which the Company is liable to disallow such expenses.

4. Non-disclosure and code of  practice: In entering into this Agreement, the Contractor explicitly agrees to bind himself to the following undertakings:

a) Definition of confidential information:

Any trade secret or confidential information which may at the date hereof be within the knowledge of the undersigned or which may come to his  knowledge during the course of or incidental to his performing services for the company relating to the company or any of its suppliers, agents, distributors or customers including without limiting the generality of the foregoing secret or confidential information relating to the business, technical processes, designs, dealings, transactions or finances of any of the aforesaid or relating to know-how, inventions or improvements or other matters connected with the products or services manufactured, marketed, provided or obtained by the Company or any of its suppliers, agents, distributors or customers and any compilation of otherwise public information in a form not publicly known.

b) Confidentiality undertaking:

The Contractor undertakes that he will not, either during the continuance of his performing services for the Company or thereafter, (except with the authority of the Company or if required by law) use to the detriment or prejudice of the Company or, except in the proper course of his duties, divulge to any person any confidential information provided that this restriction shall cease to apply to information or knowledge which comes in the public domain, otherwise than by reason or default of the Contractor.

c) Code of practice – The Company:

The Contractor is to represent the Company in a professional manner and is to protect the interest of the Company at all times.

The relationship between the Company and the Contractor is considered private and details are not to be disclosed to any client of the Company.

d) Code of practice – The Company’s client dealings:

At no time during, or for a period of 6 (six) months after the completion of any contract with the Company, may the Contractor perform work for any of the Company’s client(s). At no time during, or for a period of 18 (eighteen) months after the completion of any contract with the Company, may the Contractor attempt to entice business away from the Company, whether directly or through a third party. This clause shall bind both the Contractor and any Company employing him.

Furthermore, no information may be passed to any third party that may result in the same effect.

All information provided by a client must be handled in strict confidence and with security.

The Contractor agrees to sign and adhere to any additional terms and conditions that may result from contract negotiations between the Company and its Clients, provided that these conditions are not in conflict with the terms of this agreement.

e) The Contractor agrees not to directly or indirectly entice away any of the Company’s staff at any time during the currency of the agreement or thereafter for a period of two years from the date of termination of the agreement.

f) The relationship between the Company and the Contractor shall not be deemed to be that of Employer - Employee

5. The Contractor warrants that:

a) In accepting this appointment and performing his obligations and services under it, he will not be in breach of obligation under any other employment or appointment.

b) In the event of such a breach, he and not the Company will be wholly and solely responsible and liable for any damages.

c) He will, prior to entering this Agreement, intimate to the Company any external education and training course or non-Company related commercial activities being undertaken by him.

d) He will, prior to entering this Agreement, disclose to the Company any prior medical history or illness which could affect his work in the Company.

6. Intellectual Property Rights: The proprietary rights to the work the Contractor does during his assignment with the Company will belong to the Company. 

7. The Contractor undertakes that he shall not, at any time after separation from the Company:

a) engage in any trade or business or be associated with any person, firm or company engaged in any trade or business using the name(s), “different names of companies’
b) in the course of carrying on any trade or business, claim or represent or otherwise indicate any association with the Company.

8. Records: All documents, papers and records of every kind (written or recorded), whether originals, copies or reproductions and whether prepared by the Contractor or by others, relating to the business and finances of the company shall be the sole and exclusive property of the Company.  The Contractor will not remove any of the above materials and will not, at any time, give or disclose such materials to any unauthorised person, or entity.  Upon separation, Contractor will return to the Company all such materials including copies.

9. No variance of the terms of this Agreement shall be valid unless agreed to in writing and signed by both parties.
